Local Population Size:  220 000. Ensanada is a large Mexican city.
Study Location Description:  Point of entrance for day beach goers to access the beach. Small storm drain seen to flow down the side of the stairs descending to the beach. Barbed wire fence indicated the area of beach which is cleaned by the municipality and that which is not. 
Study Area:  80m X 2m = 160m2

Notes:  This study is not considered complete due to the area covered was above the high-tide line, and the fact that the beach is frequently cleaned by local authorities. It serves more as an example that, despite the appearance of a clean beach, this would be an extremely polluted beach without constant clean-up efforts.
